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About the Artist: Mr. Aidan Hart 
 
The Nativity icon on the cover of this bulletin was created by contemporary British iconographer 
Aidan Hart.  
 
An icon transcends time and space so the iconography depicted includes several scenes. Central is 
the Virgin Mary reclining before a cave. Unlike many Orthodox icons in which a baby Jesus in 
swaddling cloths lies in the manger, Mary tenderly holds a Christ child reminiscent of Christ in 
Majesty, blessing with one hand and holding a scroll—emphasizing his teaching and message. The 
cave is black and represents hell. This icon clearly points to Christ’s death and resurrection, with 
the swaddling cloths in the manger pointing to the cloths left in the empty tomb. 
 
 All the elements of the Christmas story are there—the animals, angels, and Magi. The ox, a kosher 
animal represents the Jews and the donkey the Gentiles—united after the message of Christ. 
Christ’s humanity is celebrated as the midwife in the lower left corner washes the baby. The scene 
also foreshadows His Baptism. On the right a thoughtful Joseph gazes up at mother and child. In 
the traditional Nativity iconography, Joseph is approached by a old shepherd-devil who tries to 
sow doubt about the Incarnation. Here Hart’s presentation of a thoughtful Joseph captures the 
essence of the event without the need to include the old man. On top of the icon is a blue mandorla 
signifying the presence and mystery of God. Colors are important in icons. The red background 
here cries out the importance of the Incarnation—Christ’s sacrifice and resurrection.  
 
Hart’s icons can be seen in churches across the world. He most recently designed the Anointing 
Screen for the coronation of King Charles III. His icons have been part of several important 
exhibits of contemporary iconography across Europe and in the United States, including at the 
Virginia Theological Seminary.

Family History: Living the Civil Rights Era, with Bryant Mitchell

Ask The General Assembly to Limit Solitary Confinement in Virginia 

Jesus calls on us to care for those in prison.   For a number of years, we have been doing just that through 
Outreach support to groups like Offender Aid and Restoration, Samaritan Ministry, and the Virginia Interfaith 
Center for Public Policy.  Last year, the Social Justice Committee consulted extensively with the Alexandria 
Sheriff, the Commonwealth’s Attorney, a public defender and Immanuel’s Outreach partners to see what more 
decisive action we could take on this issue.  Based on that consultation, the Vestry encouraged us to engage 
with Virginia’s legislature to prohibit solitary confinement for more than two weeks, something the national 
Episcopal Church and many other denominations have formally condemned as a form of torture.  Over the 
course of 2023, we joined with the Interfaith Center and many houses of worship throughout the State, and our 
efforts produced two of the most bipartisan pieces of legislation to emerge from the General Assembly this 
year. The legislation didn’t put a time limit on solitary confinement, but the first bill created several procedural 
safeguards, and the second bill funded an Ombudsman's office to oversee the Department of Corrections' 
compliance with those safeguards.  

 We are going to Richmond again on January 17 to get  the office of the Ombudsman formally authorized, and 
to see what other improvements we might be able to make on this issue.  Please consider joining us in 
Richmond for a day of criminal justice dialogue and visits with our state representatives.  Once again we've 
chartered a very comfortable bus, which will depart the Immanuel parking lot at 5:45 a.m. Wednesday, 
January 17 and return that evening.
