The Holy Gospel: Matthew 21:33-46

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ, according to Matthew
Response: Glory be to thee, O Lord.

Jesus said, “Listen to another parable. There was a landowner who planted a vineyard, put a fence
around it, dug a wine press in it, and built a watchtower. Then he leased it to tenants and went to
another country. When the harvest time had come, he sent his slaves to the tenants to collect his
produce. But the tenants seized his slaves and beat one, killed another, and stoned another. Again
he sent other slaves, more than the first; and they treated them in the same way. Finally he sent
his son to them, saying, ‘They will respect my son.” But when the tenants saw the son, they said
to themselves, ‘This is the heir; come, let us kill him and get his inheritance.” So they seized him,
threw him out of the vineyard, and killed him. Now when the owner of the vineyard comes, what
will he do to those tenants?” They said to him, “He will put those wretches to a miserable death,
and lease the vineyard to other tenants who will give him the produce at the harvest time.”

Jesus said to them, “Have you never read in the scriptures: ‘The stone that the builders rejected
has become the cornerstone; this was the Lord’s doing, and it is amazing in our eyes’?

Therefore I tell you, the kingdom of God will be taken away from you and given to a people that
produces the fruits of the kingdom. The one who falls on this stone will be broken to pieces; and
it will crush anyone on whom it falls.”

When the chief priests and the Pharisees heard his parables, they realized that he was speaking
about them. They wanted to arrest him, but they feared the crowds, because they regarded him as
a prophet.

Immanuel Outreach and the PuMPKIN PaTrcH’S 30™ YEAR

Fall at Immanuel is synonymous with the Pumpkin Patch, now in our 30" year. No other
activity in the Parish involves so many people contributing so much effort in so many ways.
Pumpkin proceeds show our love and care for our neighbors — in 2022 alone we supported 14
local Alexandria charities, 5 regional, and 6 international charities. Included were local
grants to ALIVE!, Carpenter’s Shelter, Community Lodgings, Culmore Clinic, and Refugee
Ministries. Pumpkin funds help the homeless, restore dignity to offenders, and support school
children in Haiti. Since the year 2000, when we first started keeping detailed records, we have
raised $1,225,473 from the Pumpkin Patch, all of which has gone to Outreach.

The first two trucks of pumpkins are here — now we need your help to sell them! Two additional trucks arrive
October 14 and 21. We have faith our loving Parish will show up and help unload pumpkins. We have faith our
wonderful bakers and soup makers and knitters will keep the Pumpkin Patch supplied with the tastes and feel of
autumn — 100 % of food sales go to Outreach. We will have Apple Crisps! We can’t do this without you!
