Do you 
worry about people suffering homelessness in Alexandria?  If so, our Carpenter’s 
Shelter team invites you to join us at the beautiful new Shelter facility at 930 North 
Henry Street in Old Town.   
We cook and deliver a healthy dinner for Shelter residents and staff on the second 
Thursday of every month.  You can help in any of three ways, depending on your  
schedule: 
 

1.You can buy and prepare ingredients for  a side dish, such as slicing 
cucumbers and peppers for a salad; 

2.You can cook a side dish or  desser t, serving about 12 people, from recipes 
and instructions we provide; and/or 

3.You can reheat and serve the prepared meal in the Shelter ’s kitchen, from 
5:30 to 7:30 p.m.  This is a great ministry for a couple of family members or 
friends (age 18 and over). 

 
Volunteers receive assignments, recipes, aluminum pans, and some bulk ingredients each month.  You can 
prep and cook the food at home, and then deliver it to organizers Connie Kurz and Laura Snow, who live a 
block from the church.
