As you can imagine, since March 2020, when the pandemic began, Alive! has been and continues to be very
busy! Alive is grateful to our Alexandria community for its support in helping us adapt services and expand
our operating scale to meet increased calls for help.

A few highlights from the past year:

e 1.5 million pounds of food distributed (compared to normal yearly average of 350,000 pounds of food
(about $1,350,000 spent on food program)

e 1500 households supported with financial /rental assistance : $309,000 or $8000 per week

» more recently, launched the Alexandria Eviction Prevention Partnership with other partners: responded to
over 400 calls in the first few weeks
