SOLAR PROJECT UPDATE - APRIL 30, 2023

Since our church’s solar panels went live on June 7, 2022, they have produced over 54,000 kWh of clean,
sustainable electricity. This represents 83 percent of the electricity our solar vendor, SES, estimates the
system to generate annually. It also represents over 84,000 pounds of carbon dioxide not emitted into the
atmosphere and is the equivalent of 635 trees being planted! The Immanuel Church-on-the-Hill solar
panels daily show a public and visible commitment to Creation Care and an example to our children and
our community to reduce carbon emissions—that we are true and faithful stewards of “this fragile earth,
our island home”.

The solar panels are also saving us money. Immanuel has received ten months of Dominion Energy
electricity bills since our solar panels went live. See the weekly e-Blast for more details, but here’s the
bottom line on cost savings:

e Zabriskie/Parish Hall used roughly the same amount of electricity (measured in kWh) for the past ten
“solar months” (June — Dec 2022 and January — March 2023) as used during same ten pre-solar
months in 2021. However, because our solar panels generated 64 percent of the electricity the
building used, the cost of power purchased from Dominion was $ 4,085.48 versus $8,264.69 — a
savings to date of $4,179.21 (over 2021 costs for same ten months).

e In addition to electricity bill savings, Immanuel expects to receive approximately $3000/year from the
Virginia Solar Renewable Energy Credit (SREC) program. The first two checks totaling $1,785.00
arrived in December 2022 and February 2023. When you apply Immanuel’s SREC income so far,
actual cost for electricity for the ten “solar months” is $2.300.48 — a savings of nearly $6.000 (over
2021 pre-solar electricity costs for same ten months).

The solar panels generate the most electricity during March through October. It will take a complete year
of monitoring both the solar electricity production and checking our Dominion bills for annual generation
and dollar numbers.

Many thanks to all who believed in the solar project! Some donated to take direct action to reduce carbon
emissions; others to help the church save money. Most probably saw both as reasons to make it happen. If
you haven’t already done so, consider making the same kind of solar investment in your own home!
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UPDATE ON THE EPISCOPAL DIOCESE OF JERUSALEM IN LIGHT OF VIOLENCE IN GAZA AND
ISRAEL: As Stand with Iraqi Christians noted last week in their presentations in the DC area, being a
Christian in the Middle East is increasingly challenging, and support from US partners is both important and
encouraging. With violence expanding in Gaza over the past few weeks, the Episcopal Diocese of Jerusalem
has provided updates to its supporting parishes about the situation there, with an interview with the faithful
head of Al Ahli hospital in Gaza, a hospital that does not shut its doors to anyone under any circumstances,
despite the dangers and challenges. Former Immanuel parishioner Most Rev. Hosam Naoum, now
Archbishop of Jerusalem, recently said, “Throughout this emergency, the dedicated staff of our Ahli Hospital
in Gaza, at great personal risk, have been working around the clock, tending to the wounded and accepting
urgent surgical cases that other overburdened hospitals have been unable to take. This flood of patients has
taxed their limited resources, leading to shortages of medicines, medical supplies, and fuel for their generators
that must run for extended hours due to electrical black-outs. You can see a short interview with the
hospital’s director Suhaila Tarazi at https://afedj.org/gaza-2023/. While we did not publicize the annual Good
Friday appeal of the American Friends of the Diocese of Jerusalem this year because of their appeal for help to
earthquake victims in Syria during Lent, you can provide support to the Diocese’s ministry of healing in Gaza
by visiting https://afedj.org/give/give-online/.
