Join Father Sam on Saturdays at 10 a.m. for a special Bible study via 
Zoom, currently focused on the Ezra-Nehemiah. Originally written as a 
single book in the Hebrew Bible, Ezra and Nehemiah document the 
fulfillment of God's promise that Israel will return home after 70 years of 
exile in Babylon and restore their ruined temple again. Notice how the 
people receive and respond to Ezra’s teachings. It may remind you of 
how people responded to Jesus’ teachings about the Kingdom of God. 
As Jesus said, "He who has an ear, let him hear." It’s an apt reminder 
that no matter the context, God’s people struggle to respond to covenant faithfulness. We must all receive a 
new heart to be the faithful covenant partners we were made to be. No previous experience or attendance 
necessary, just bring your questions and your Bible -- or an online version of the Bible, such as Bible 
Gateway here.
