Estates Museum and Garden in Rock Creek Park on Saturday, Au-
gust 21.  The garden has a new exhibit called Rich Soil, life 
size wire sculptures that appear to dance throughout the gardens.  
We will have an opportunity to enjoy the gardens and see the 
sculptures, and then participate in a wire art workshop.  The work-
shop is for both adults and children ages 6 and up, so if you have a 
grandchild, godchild or young neighbor, bring them along.  Cost is 
$15/senior and $5/child, which includes individually packed sup-
plies, including step-by-step instructions for completing a project.  
Each group is seated at a socially-distanced individual table and 
there are museum educators on hand to help.
