Douglas “Doug” Philip Welty, 62, of Arlington, VA, passed away on Friday,
October 15, 2021. He is survived by his partner Terry Murphy, his sister
Candace (Welty) Megahan and her husband, David, of Columbia, MO, and his
nephew James Megahan, of New York City.

Doug was born on April 28, 1959, in St. Louis, MO, to Dr. John and Janese
